PROJECT 1: BURSARY FUND

· Any donation we receive at present, which has not been labelled, is put into the bursary fund.
· Parents who have fallen on hard times (retrenchment, loss of a breadwinner) are invited to apply for assistance from this fund. Evidence must be submitted to prove financial need and available funds are divided amongst those who apply. 
· With the COVID 19 CRISIS on us, this fund will be severely stretched to cover the amount of parents who cannot pay fees.
· We are requesting any donation towards this fund.
PROJECT 2: EXTENSION OF GRADE 7 CLASSROOM
· Our Grade 7 group is housed in the old library, which is small. The class has only 21 learners so they were able to squash in before lockdown. Once we return from the COVID 19 lockdown, the Grade 7 class will move to the church sanctuary. As no church services are being allowed, the venue is not in use, so the Grade 7 class will now have a spacious venue, which will allow for the necessary safe spacing between learners.
· We need to enlarge the Grade 7 classroom so that the venue is spacious enough for 30 learners.
· The enlargement of this classroom will cost approximately R150 000. This would have been covered mainly by the budgeted amount for capital development, but the effects of COVID 19 will probably rob us of this amount.
PROJECT 3: ESTABLISHMENT OF NEW PRE-SCHOOL CLASS 
· We have not offered a pre-school class (before Grade R) for a number of years as we have had no space.
· The church minister has recently moved out of the manse on our property.
· School has negotiated the use of the manse to start a Grade RR & RRR class. 
· This will happen in January 2021. 
· We need to furnish the new classroom and supply play equipment and climbing apparatus for the play area.
·  An amount of R50 000 will cover the needs for this new classroom.
PROJECT 4: LEVELLING OF PLAYGROUND
· Our playground is sloped, rough and the ground is bare, although there are trees.

· We need to fell and remove three large trees. (There are plenty other trees to provide shade.)

· A TLB must be hired to cut and fill the playground to size.

· We will protect the banks, created by the cut and fill, using old tyres or loffelsteine.
· We will plant grass on the newly flattened and sunlit ground.

· This will cost in the region of R50 000
PROJECT 5:
EXTENSION OF ADMINISTRATION BLOCK

· The present administration block needs the following:
· Addition of one toilet and basin

· Alteration and renovation of staffroom, storeroom, toilets and kitchen

· Extend to include waiting room, sickroom and principal’s office.
· We only have one (unisex) toilet for staff, we need another for the other gender.
· The staffroom is too small to accommodate the teachers so staffroom and kitchen need to be amalgamated.
· The present, small principal’s office will be changed into an admin storeroom.

· A new, larger principal’s office will be added on.

· There is no waiting room, this will be added adjacent to the new principal’s office.

· This extension and alteration will cost in the region of R300 000.
